27TH ANNUAL LOWCOUNTRY OYSTER FESTIVAL: JANUARY 31

The 27th Annual Lowcountry Oyster Festival will be on January 31 on the grounds of historic Boone Hall Plantation.
Highlights of Sunday’s “rain or shine” event include the legendary “Oyster Shucking & Eating Contests,” selection of
domestic and imported beers, live music from Dave Landeo and guests, and a Kids Corner (complete with pony rides and
jump castles). Advance tickets are $10 and can be purchased at all Charleston area Visitor Centers, local Kickin’ Chicken
restaurants, and online at charlestonrestaurantassociation.com or boonehallplantation.com. Tickets may also be purchased
on the day of the event for $12 at the main gate (children under 10 are free).

Oysters are sold by the bucket ($8/bucket) and served with cocktail sauce and crackers. This year, as part of an oyster shell
recycling initiative, the Department of Natural Resources, Fisher Recycling, and the Nature Conservancy will partner together
to ensure that oyster shells from the festival are recycled back into the local public oyster beds following the event. Festival
guests are encouraged to carpool and to bring their own oyster knives and gloves or they can purchase them at the event.
No pets or coolers allowed.
